Religious Exemption Laws: State religious exemption laws permit people, churches, non-profit
organizations, and sometimes corporations to seek exemptions from state laws that burden
their religious beliefs.

Services: Targeted state religious exemption laws permit people, churches, non-profit
organizations, and sometimes corporations to seek exemptions from providing services that
burden their religious beliefs, including child welfare agencies and medical providers.

Marriage Solemnization: Targeted state religious exemption laws permit state and local
officials to decline to marry couples of whose marriage they disapprove.
